The Holy Father has appointed the Reverend Dominic Nguyén Tuan Anh, until now vicar general of the diocese
of Xuan Léc, Vietnam, and professor at Saint Joseph Major Seminary, as auxiliary bishop of the same diocese,
assigning him the titular see of Thimida Regia.

Msgr. Dominic Nguyén Tuan Anh was born on 9 April 1972 in Tam Hiép, in the diocese of Xuan Loc. He studied
philosophy and theology at Saint Joseph Major Seminary in Thanh-Phé H6 Chi Minh. He was ordained a priest
on 30 September 2005 for the diocese of Xuan Loc.
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After ordination, he was awarded a licentiate in moral theology from the Institut Catholique de Paris, France
(2006-2013), and went on to serve as professor at Saint Joseph Major Seminary, Xuan Léc (2013-2015).
Following his studies in moral theology at the Ateneo de Manila University, Philippines (2015-2020), he held the
roles of vicar general of the diocese of Xuan LOc and professor at Saint Joseph Major Seminary (since 2021).
